LONDON, May 12.—One of the bands of
militant suffragettes assigned to interfere
with the pastimes of the men of the Brit-
ish Isles celebrated Whitmonday, which
1s a general holiday here, by burning
down the headquarters of the Nottingham
Boat Club on th¢ banks of River Trent.
The structure, which contained many val-
uable race and other skiffs, was de-
stroved, the lose being $10,000.

Officials of the Midland Railway re-
?.eived an anonymous letter today saying:

It is my dut{ to inform you that a des-
perate act will be attempted in a few
dayvs to wreck a main line express.”

The railway authorities think the letter
may be a hoax, but they are taking pre-
canutions.

A hbhomb operateq by clock work was
discovered today under the veranda of
tpo pavillion of the Limpsfield Tennis
Club in Surrey. Suffragette literature
found nearby indicated that an explosion
had been planned by the militants.

Contending that it is illegel to euppress
newspapers In advance, James Rameay
Macbonald and Jamee Kier Hardie, both
members of Parliament, announced to-
night their readiness to undertake the re-
sponsibiMty of printing the Suffragette,
for the abeolute suppression of which the
government ls striving. Mr. MacDonald is
opposed to militancy, but is fighting for
free speech.

FREE ENTRY OF PAPER.

Customs Court Declides
pean Nations May Benefit.

WASHINGTON, May 12.—The customs
court today decided that European na-
tions are entitled to the free entry
wood pulp and paper under the “most
favored nations clause' of their commer-
cial treaties with the United States, be-
cause the free entry privilege is granted
to Canada under the only operative clause
of the Canadian reciprocity agreement,

The court also held that the Treasury
Department had placed a correct inter-
pretation upon the Canadian reciproeity
act by immediately adding wood pulp and
paper free without reciprocal action by
Caet&ada. Dissenting opinions were deliv-
ered.

Norway, Russia, Austria-Hungary and
Germany clalmed the right of free entry
of wood pulp and paper from their re-
spective countries. Former Presldent

aft declined to rra.m the request and
referred the question to the courts,

It cannot be stated whether the Treas-
ury Department or the Department of
Justice will n?pe.l the case to the su-
preme court. It has been the attitude of
the government to oppose all appeals
from the customs court, because {he act
creating the court says the decision of
the customs court shall be final. The fact
that the question involives the interpreta-
tion of treaties may cause the government
to appeal.
